registration application; when approved, the registration is valid for two years
or until your passport expires, whichever comes first.

Visas

the US withaut a visa. The US VWP allows naticnals from 38 countries to
enter the US without a visa, provided they are carrying a machine-readable
passport.

NYC Safety Tips

To be safe in NYC is to use general common sense, However, with so many
different neighborhaods and such dense population, there are some safety
tips you should know when traveling in NYC, Keep Your Valuables Safe: The
CWMUN host Hotel offers in-room safes that are laptop compatible. For
peace of mind, we highly recommend storing your valuables in these free
safes, Know Who is at Your Door: When you hear a knock on the door, make
sure to check through the peep hole an the door before opening it. During
the CWMUN week, CWMUN Security Staff Members will walk around floars
at night to make sure everything is okay.
